Today we go on sightseeing tour
of Pokhara, including Mahendra Cave, Mahendra
Pul, Devi's Falls, Baharahi Temple. We spend
another night in this picturesque city. Overnight
Hotel.

Day 6 Pokhara - Kathmandu (B)

We say goodbye to Pokhara and head back to
bustling Kathmandu by car or private bus. (There is
an option to fly. Overnight Hotel.

Day 7 Depart
